The National Capital Region Chapter of the Virginia Tech Alumni Association plans to award 
several merit-based scholarships to graduating seniors coming from high schools in the counties 
of Fairfax or Arlington, VA or Prince George’s or Montgomery, MD; the cities of Fairfax, Falls 
Church, or Alexandria, VA or Washington, DC, who will enter Virginia Tech as freshmen in the fall
